
Safety Performance Measures  

This rulemaking would create national performance management measures and standards to 
be used by the States to meet the national transportation goals identified in section 1203 of 
MAP-21. This rulemaking would also establish the process to be used by States to set 
performance targets that reflect their performance measures. The FHWA anticipates publishing 
up to three separate rulemakings to address the different areas covered by this section. This 
rulemaking, the first, will cover safety.   

Section 1203 of the Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century Act (MAP-21) declared that 
performance management will transform the Federal-aid highway program and refocus it on 
national transportation goals, increase accountability and transparency of the Federal-aid 
highway program, and improve project decision making through performance-based planning 
and programming. Section 1203 of MAP-21 identifies national transportation goals and requires 
the Secretary to promulgate a rulemaking to establish performance measures and standards in 
specified Federal-aid highway program areas. This NPRM proposes to establish measures for 
State departments of transportation (State DOT) to use to carry out the Highway Safety 
Improvement Program (HSIP) and to assess serious injuries and fatalities per vehicle mile 
traveled, and the number of serious injuries and fatalities. The HSIP is a core Federal-aid 
highway program with the purpose of achieving a significant reduction in fatalities and serious 
injuries on all public roads, including non-State-owned public roads and roads on tribal lands.
